This advanced four-day class is designed for the experienced firefighter who wants to expand their 
knowledge, skills, and performance during RIT operations. The RIT classroom portion consists of 
various topics focusing on theory, preventative RIT operations, thermal imaging, and basic 
equipment utilized in RIT operations. This hands-on training course is EXTREMELY demanding, both 
mentally and physically. Hands-On Training evolutions reinforce and develop the skills of firefighter 
survival and rescue, mayday procedures, and RIT operations. Training will conclude with 
increasingly difficult scenarios utilizing basic skills and tools.  
 
PRE-REQUISITES/EQUIPMENT NEEDED 
Prior completion of subjects listed on the Live Fire Course Competency Validation form. Full PPE & 
SCBA with a spare cylinder is required. All PPE must be less than 10 years old and SCBA cylinders 
within hydrostatic date. Any student with facial hair that impedes the seal of the face piece will not 
be allowed to participate. 
 
Lunch will be available to purchase at the site of the training for $6 per person per day. 
This course will be held off-site.  
This 4-day course will be offered Thursday-Sunday.
